	Course Schedule: Readings are expected to be completed for each class.  Providing greater detail is very useful; lecture topics, additional useful readings, discussion questions to prepare for the discussion classes, etc.



	

	UBC Attendance Policy: 

Regular attendance is expected of students in all their classes (including lectures, laboratories, tutorials, seminars, etc.). Students who neglect their academic work and assignments may be excluded from the final examinations. Students who are unavoidably absent because of illness or disability should report to their instructors on return to classes.

	

	Attendance: Regular attendance at lectures is expected.  Students with more than 3 unexcused absences from the discussion classes will be penalized 0.5% per absence.  Instructors’ attitudes to attendance vary, depending on the course, the format, and the year level.  Apart from the calendar statement, which the Senate Appeals committee has used to uphold a professor’s right to require regular attendance, there is no faculty policy, (with the exception of the Performance Analysis courses…that policy would appear here) although students should be encouraged to attend. 
Some comments: Participation marks should not be given simply for attending.  If you intend to penalize students for absences, you must keep detailed records.  If a student appeals a penalty imposed because of absences and the instructor does not have detailed records, it is likely that the student’s appeal will be granted.  One simple way to keep records is to duplicate the class list, date it, and send it around for signature in each class.  Students should be told that it is their responsibility to sign the sheet if they come late.  The statement in the calendar, “excluded from the final examination,” should be interpreted to mean that a student whose attendance has been unsatisfactory should be allowed to write the final examination, and the instructor then may refuse to mark it.  This way, if the instructor’s decision is successfully appealed, the examination has been written and will be marked; if the appeal fails, the examination is not marked. If you intend to penalize a student this way, it is a good thing to write the student making this clear in advance.

Particularly important is to make clear what your policy is on missed in-class, marked work, such as mid-terms and in-class tests and essays.  If possible, design a policy that does not include sending students to HKIN Advising or to the Student Health Service for a doctor's note.
